Please note:


During the course participants will have opportunities to work on practical timetabling problems. A variety of timetabling techniques that have proven value and which are relevant to participants’ individual starting points will be introduced.


There will be a considerable amount of practical work involved in the course.  For those schools that already have TimeTabler, opportunities will be provided for course members to work on their own school data.  Schools still considering whether to purchase TimeTabler  will be able to work on model school data in order to experience the potential of the program.  (Timetables constructed using TimeTabler can be exported to most other MIS systems including Nova-T , for example if the school wishes to keep the SIMS system in operation.)














The cost of the course is £740 + VAT, which includes tuition, comprehensive documentation, TimeTabler demo version with Tutorial, useful spreadsheets on a disc, refreshments, meals and accommodation at this well-appointed hotel.

If your school has already purchased TimeTabler, please have it installed (with current data) on your laptop and bring the User Guide with you.  If your school has not yet purchased TimeTabler you will be provided with a version of the program which you can install on your laptop at the end of the first day.  This will enable you to carry out all the practical sessions and it will be converted into a standard Demonstration version for you to take back to school at the end of the course.  Everyone will be provided with a Tutorial Guide.  A disc of some useful Excel spreadsheets is also available for you to take back to school.





It would be useful if everyone could bring some basic statistics about their current timetable and the same information for next year’s timetable (if available at this stage).  The information is:





the number of pupils in each year group


the number of teacher periods allocated to each year group to provide their curriculum (including learning support)


The total number of full time equivalent teachers (including the Head)


the number of lessons in the normal timetable cycle (e.g. 50 period fortnight, 40 period week)





A ruler, pencil and a calculator will also be useful!  If you have a small printer to bring with your laptop you will find this helpful (but it is not essential!)
